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America watched as Canadian truckers, farmers, ranchers, and citizens have physically stood for
freedom from authoritarianism. The truckers started a growing movement, now inspiring an American
convoy for freedom called The People's Convoy. Beginning February 23, 2022, U.S. truckers will stage
their convoy at Adelanto Stadium outside San Bernardino, California and make their way across the
nation for the next 11 days, landing in the Washington, D.C. area on March 5th.

In the spirit of standing for freedom, we at IFA encourage intercessors to pray for all those participating
during the events of the convoy. Pray that God would be glorified in our nation through this movement.
You can pray along daily to virtually join them on their journey, going before them in prayer to appeal
for God's protection, safety, and clear messaging of standing for freedom from mandates. You may
even live near where the convoy is traveling, and can physically pray for part of the path they will be
taking, encourage the truckers alongside their route.

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Prayer Points for the Convoy:

-Pray for peace among the truckers and the crowds they attract.
Now may the Lord of peace himself give you peace at all times in every way. The Lord be with you
all. (2 Thes 3:16)

-Pray that God will bind any spirit of chaos, violence, ill-will, aggression, and division.

But if it is by the Spirit of God that | cast out demons, then the kingdom of God has come upon you.
Or how can someone enter a strong man's house and plunder his goods, unless he first binds the
strong man? Then indeed he may plunder his house. (Mt 12:28-29)

-Pray for the message of the protesters to be clear and truthful, spoken in love.
Instead, speaking the truth in love, we will grow to become in every respect the mature body of him
who is the head, that is, Christ. (Eph 4:15)

-Pray for protection from any groups wanting to use the protests to stir up violence and
aggression.
He will redeem them from oppression and violence, for their lives are precious to him. (Ps 72:14)

-Pray for a spirit of agreeable cooperation between the organizers and the police.
Do two walk together, unless they have agreed to meet? (Amos 3:3)

-Pray for wisdom for Chief Robert Contee Ill and his command staff in handling the protests
tactfully, diverting traffic effectively, and protecting the good of the community.

But the wisdom from above is first pure, then peaceable, gentle, open to reason, full of mercy and
good fruits, impartial and sincere. (Jas 3:17)

-Pray for the Holy Spirit to be poured out on the people assembled and incline their hearts to
the Lord in repentance and prayer for our government rather than anger.

Now we have received not the spirit of the world, but the Spirit who is from God, that we might
understand the things freely given us by God. (1 Cor 2:12)

-Pray against the schemes of the evil one, that these protests and the involvement of the

police will result in a restoration of trust in law enforcement, rather than further erosion.
You intended to harm me, but God intended it for good . . . (Gen 50:20)
